With the solid support from the District Collector, College management and
Hindu-Tamil Newspaper, the maiden venture was a huge success, with 2,800 students
benefiting.

Sacred Heart College
added yet another feather to its colourful cap, in setting its mark among top notch colleges by
recognizing its faculty for their eminence in research and teaching. Research day was
celebrated for the second consecutive year on 13™ December 2019. Dr. P. Kulandaivelu, the
Vice Chancellor of Periyar University presided over the function and greatly appreciated the
management, staff and students for their remarkable achievements in their respective fields of
research. As done in the previous years the best performing departments and individuals were
honoured for the research.

The best research award for faculty of arts was given to Dr. K. Parthibaraja, Department of
Tamil. The best research award for faculty of science was given to Dr.G.Britto Antony
Xavier, Department of Mathematics. The best research award to scholars was given to Rev.

In this academic year, Rs.3,11,400/- has been
sanctioned through Don Bosco Fellowship to the faculty members for carrying out their
research projects. 15 students were awarded Sacred Heart fellowships for their projects to the
tune of 1,41,000/- Besides these Rs.3,54,000/- was disbursed as an incentive for publishing
papers in reputed CARE/Scopus indexed journals.

Sacred Heart College as a novel and
effective green practice has initiated and carried out the project of planting Palmyra trees in
Tirupattur district. About 25,000 Palm seeds were planted in select lake banks through this
drive.

Self Help Groups

The women empowerment programme of The Sacred Heart College Society focuses on
bringing women together for creating a common platform for mutual trust and support.
Presently we run this programme in partnership with NABFINS (NABARD Financial
Services Pvt. Ltd) and Indian Bank. Our SHG’s have been engaged in enterprises like Coir
Yarn Making, Coir Mat, Small Millets VValue Additions, Masala Powder Making, Milk Value
Additions, Vermi composting and Leaf Plate Making etc. Totally, there are 611 women
groups through which 9855 women are being benefitted.
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Economic Assistance to SHGs

Self Help Group is a visible organized setup to disburse microcredit to the rural women and
encourage them in entrepreneurial activities. SHGs and micro-credit are the solutions to
speed up the socio-economic development of poor women.

The Sacred Heart College Society has been working as a catalyst in promoting and linking
more and more SHGs to the banking system. We have been associated with NABARD
Financial Services Pvt. Ltd. (NABFINS) and Indian Bank for credit linkage of the SHGs. The
economic assistance provided by NABFINS, Indian Bank, TAHDCO and VCCB with regard
to microcredit reveals that 253 SHGs as on 08.01.2020 are credit linked. The cumulative
credit disbursed by them is Rs. 13.87 crores as on 08.01.2020.

Family Counselling Centre (FCC)

In a major setback to the cattle raising occupation in Tamil Nadu, a highly contagious viral
disease, the Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD), a viral disease of cattle and swine has spread in
the Vellore District.

The Capacity Building for Adaptation of Technology (CAT) on Foot-and-Mouth Disease
(FMD) and Mastitis training programme sponsored by NABARD was held from 30™ October
2019 to 01% November 2019 at Kethandapatti Village. Dr. Bangarugiri, AGM, NABARD
inaugurated the programme and Dr. Subasree, Veterinary Doctor spoke about prevention
control measures to the farmers.

Activities under Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA)

A group of student volunteers along with staff members visited the adopted villages of
Kethandapatty, Kasinayakanpatti, AK Mottur, Periyagaram and Mookanur to conduct Village
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Survey and household survey. Village Administrative Officer and Panchyath Scretary
provided the data about the villages and after which household survey was collected from
individual houses. They had arranged 4 volunteers to go along with faculty in order to
communicate with local people effectively and on these days survey was taken from all the
households of the village. These data have been entered in the website of UBA, IIT Delhi, the
National Coordinating Institute for UBA programme, as per their instruction.

A Study on Qualitative Properties of Differential Equations in Stochastic Processes

In this study, the researcher considered a System with two Statistically Identical Components,
each with an Exponential Failure Law with parameter u where only one component is
required to be operative for the System and the other Component is kept as a spare one. When
the Operative Component fails, it is replaced by the spare. The researcher assumes that the
Spare Component does not fail and that the failure detection and switching equipment are
perfect. The researcher also used the Lagrange method to interpolate the missing value of
repair rates of the System wherever required in computation. Results obtained are found to be
efficient for studying the Steady-State behaviour of Stochastic Difference Equations using
Generating Functions.

The researcher worked in Structural Coefficients Attributed to Stochastic Difference
Equation Models and it would be unlikely that the time paths of endogenous variables in a
simultaneous difference equation model would be identical with respect to amplitudes or
proportional changes, even though the time paths would be identical with respect to periods.
Furthermore, the researcher states that the less related are the variables to each other, the
greater will be the differences in the amplitudes or proportionate changes, i.e., in general,
different structural relationships between the endogenous variables generate certain
differences in the amplitude or proportionate changes of the endogenous variables.

The researcher has analyzed the cost of the Markov evolution of the net profit. The researcher
has described the explicit expression of the transient probabilities that are found in a direct
way along with Steady State solution. It can be applied to Telecommunication Network. The
researcher considered the initial value of Fractional Difference Equation and Non Linear
Fractional Difference Equation with the Caputo like Difference Operators. The researcher
obtained the sufficient conditions for existence of all solutions of the System of Difference
Equations. The researcher derived the Stability property of Stochastic Nonlinear System.
There are many types of Stochastic Systems, although they do not have trivial solution. The
researcher has established the Stability Property of Non trivial Solutions for Stochastic Non
Linear Systems.

The researcher has derived a stochastic version of Control Lyapunov Function and provided
the necessary and sufficient condition in probability of a Non trivial Solution for Stochastic
Non-Linear System. The Numerical Examples have been solved to illustrate the results.

The conclusion may be viewed as stochastically disturbed version of a deterministic
autonomous difference equation, where the random deviation of a System is state dependent.
In general, it does not have linear leading order spatial dependence, close to the equilibrium.
Similarly, to deterministic difference equations, analyzing asymptotic behaviour of stochastic
difference equations is often harder. The researcher considered the coupled differential-
difference equations with multiple delay channels, with single delay in each channel which is
a more reasonable representation of a large class of practical systems since it more faithfully
represents the problem size.

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Postmodernist Wordplay and Parodic Strategy: Donald Barthelme
A Study of his Techniques

Donald Barthelme (1931-1989) is an American novelist and a short story writer. He is the
pioneer of postmodernism. Unfortunately, he is unread because of the difficulty of reading
his works that overtakes its significance. Barthelme is a rare literary genius, who plays with
his fiction and there by stirs the interest of the readers. He is an innovator of new forms in
fiction. Barthelme’s first collection of short stories Come Back, Dr. Caligari, was published
in 1964. This was an astonishment to many critics which signalled the birth of a new literary
genius. He is a sort of a person who violates traditional plot, character, time space; some of
his notable collections are Unspeakable Practices, Unnatural Acts, City Life, Sadness, Guilty
Pleasures, Amateurs, and Great Days

Barthelme is well remembered for his collection of Sixty Stories and Forty Stories. Some of
his novels include Snow White, (first novel in 1967), followed by The Dead Father in 1975,
Paradise in 1986 and finally The King in 1990.

This research aims at studying Barthelme from a postmodernist view dealing with wordplay
and the strategy that he adopts to confuse his readers deliberately, that is being parodic, he
ridicules the very act of writing and story telling.

Postmodernism rules the entire world today, though there are glimpses of modernism still
prevalent. Postmodernism is highly concerned with the language of written texts. Barthelme's
works are an attack on the false consciousness that generates meretricious sources of
information that are accepted as commonplace in the modern, technologized, urban society of
mass man. The language itself is ironic having a puzzle like structure making the reader
search for meaning. Barthelme chiefly dwells on three aspects; the futility of a work in an
industrialized world, emotional disorientation, and the impotent double-mindedness of the
artist. Many critics try to offer many labels to him and he still fits into everything.

The major aspect of his works is, they are parodic. A parody in contemporary usage is a work
created to mock, comment on, or make fun at an original work, its subject, author, style, or
some other target, by means of humorous, satiric or ironic imitation. Thus, by adopting the
parodic strategy the reader could well comprehend what Barthelme is hinting at. He fits into
almost modern phrases such as metafictionist, anti-realist, absurdist and deconstructionist.

The research makes an attempt to trace the works of Barthelme, by probing into his word
games and the intention of his parodic structure. It is a study of his techniques and will help
future scholars to probe into this rare genius who has been unnoticed for a long time.

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Caste Question in Tamil Nadu: A Study on the Self-Respect and the Communist
Movements, 1925-1944

Caste in India took its modern form under the British colonialism. While religion was used as
an important tool to classify Indian subjects as Hindus, Muslims, and Christians, caste was
used to further categorize hierarchically the Hindus as Brahmans, non-Brahmans, and
depressed castes for the administration of British India. Curiosities and necessities under
colonial regime promoted the colonial administrators, scholarly officials and Christian
missionaries to study, interpret and reinterpret Indian caste and its various features in relation
to religion, economy and political power. These colonial theories reverberated both in the
academics and socio-political movements of native Indians. This thesis engages to study the
achievements and limitations of the Self-Respect and the Communist Movements with regard
to anti-caste programmes in the second quarter of the twentieth century Tamil region.

Self-Respect Movement (SRM) was a radical part of the broad non-Brahman movement in
the Tamil region. While the Justice Party represented the non-Brahmans of the Madras
Presidency in the political field, the Self-Respect Movement advocated the social and cultural
advancement of the same section within the Tamil speaking region of the Presidency. The
Communist Movement in Tamil region was a part of the larger movement in India as well as
the International Communist Movements. Unlike Europe, the ideas of Communism or
Marxism considerably reached India through the Soviet Socialist Revolution during the early
twentieth century. The ideological and organizational foundation of the Communist
Movement in the Tamil region emerged eclectically, through interactions between the natives
and Communists from other parts of India and abroad. Though the Communists in Tamil
region imbibed the class struggle as their ideology from the International Communist
Movement, its praxis at ground level was indigenous one.

The Self-Respecters utilized the Aryan race theory as their main idea to oppose the
primordial social hierarchies in Tamil society. They claimed that the caste system was part of
the Aryan culture which was imposed on the Tamil society when the former infiltrated to
Tamil region. This racial theory was an effective tool through which they mobilized all non-
Brahman castes including the Adi-Dravidas to oppose the Brahman domination over the non-
Brahman masses. Based on this idea they have formulated anti-caste and anti-untouchability
programmes such as inter-caste marriage, inner-dining, temple entry and so on which mainly
aimed to address the cultural aspects of the caste system. Their programmes were lukewarm
to address the other aspect of caste such as economy and power. The self-respecters
preaching of anti-Brahmanism through their public meetings, annual conferences and printing
press educated Tamil masses, especially the youth. Nonetheless, the idea of anti-Brahmanism
of self-respecters seemed lukewarm to address the non-Brahman dominations over the Adi-
Dravidas in the Tamil region. The Adi-Dravidas were meted out with oppression not only by
the Brahmans but also by the upper caste non-Brahmans.

The Communists used the Marxian class theory to address the primordial social relationship
in Tamil society. Their narrow understanding of the class theory, merely understood the
Indian caste as a problem associated with Indian feudalism, instead of the Brahman
domination. The Communist movement did not come out with their programme to address
the caste inequalities in the society. Though their policy programmes ignored paying
attention to the caste hierarchies in the society, the Communists were of the opinion that the
untouchable castes should be elevated both socially and economically. The Communist
programmes of 1927 and 1930s guided the Indian youths towards an effective campaign
against the socio-cultural sufferings of the lower castes especially the untouchables.
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However, the absence of specific programmes to address caste and untouchability in their
policies did not completely stop the Communists to address social and cultural manifestations
of caste in practice. The early Communist activities were mainly confined to the communist
propaganda of economic freedom, but ignored the anti-caste and anti-untouchability
struggles, in the social and cultural domain. But the later communists carried out attacks on
social and religious divisions that existed among the industrial labourers and rural peasants
where they tried to build their class organizations. Apart from propaganda against social and
italics divisions, the Communists initiated sporadic struggles in their trade union, kisan and
student organizations in the socio-cultural domain.

Evolution of Unified Framework with Cohesive Methods and a Graph Visualization
Technique for a Multilingual Ontology

Learning is an important aspect of living beings in the world. Each and every living being
communicates with one another using different medium like signs, language, symbols and so
on. Communication media is used to share the ideas, knowledge and thoughts with others.
Languages, by and large, play a significant role in communication where people around the
world use more than 7000 languages. In the recent years, people are very much interested in
accessing information in their own languages. Most of the devices like laptops, smart phones
etc. are developed to support various languages.

As of now, existing web pages are developed to support monolingual information (e.g.,
English, French, Chinese, etc.). Among the monolingual languages available on the net
English language seems to have higher percentage of web pages. Hence, this poses a problem
for the non-English user to understand the information. Multilingual information is required
to benefit different language users. In the last decade, most of the web sites have been
developed with localization technique and translators to provide information in different
natural languages. Still, while translating or conceptualizing the information there is a
problem in providing meaningful information because each language has its own sentence
pattern. The translators fail to translate the text meaningfully.

Semantic web technologies are proposed to implement knowledge based systems which are
widely used in artificial intelligence systems, health care domain, engineering, Natural
Language Processing (NLP), Knowledge Engineering (KE), bio-informatics and e-commerce
domain. Triples and ontologies are commonly used terminologies in Semantic web which are
used to develop semantic applications. Among them, ontologies build knowledge based
systems which can be conceptualized in machine readable manner. Ontology applications are
used in healthcare domain, e-commerce, knowledge-based information systems, etc. Most
ontology applications are developed in monolingual, especially in English, which limit the
user of different languages to use ontologies. It leads to the development of multilingual
ontologies.

In order to propose multilingual ontologies, the research gap is identified by reviewing the
research works related to multilingual ontologies through literature review. Major differences
between database and ontology are compared. Differences between database and ontology are
validated by implementing multilingual application using both techniques. Initially, MVC
based MERA framework is proposed for multilingual web based application. As a case study
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of the MERA framework, web-based multilingual application for Thirukkural is developed.
MERA framework is compared with other Model-View-Controller frameworks that are
proposed for developing web applications.

MOnto methodology is proposed to build multilingual ontologies in this research work. The
methodology consists of five phases viz.; i) input, ii) build ontology, iii) ontology mediation,
iv) SPARQL retrieval and v) Visualization. Input phase allows the developer to gather data
from closed corpus or open corpus to build ontologies. This phase also considers to reuse
existing ontologies. Data collected in the previous phase is arranged hierarchically and
ontologies are created in different natural languages. Third phase integrates the ontologies
developed in different natural languages using ontology merging and correspondence
between the terms that are established using ontology mapping. Fourth phase deals with
retrieval of knowledge from the ontologies derived in the third phase SPARQL. Fifth phase
briefs the visualization of ontologies using different ontology visualization tools.

Multilingual ontology applications are developed using proposed Ontology Mediation
Methods (OM2). This method has six steps namely, i) determining the domain, ii) collecting
the terms, iii) building relations, iv) creating or reusing ontologies, v) merging the ontologies
and vi) mapping the terms. Algorithms are proposed to perform merging and mapping
multilingual ontologies. The OM2 method is then evaluated by implementing multilingual
ontology for Thirukkural.

Finally, multilingual ontology visualization plug-in, MLGrafViz is developed to visualize
ontologies in different natural languages. MLGrafViz is developed to support 135 natural
languages. It is developed using Google Translate API. This plug-in permits the user to
visualize ontology in his/her preferred language where the core ontology remains the same.
The MLGrafViz is tested by developing ontology application for Fundamentals of Computer
Programming subject. The proposed plug-in is compared with other existing ontology plug-
ins.

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n-Dimensional Difference Operators in Heat Equations

In the thesis entitled n-Dimensional Difference Operators in Heat Equations, the
researcher has attempted to develop two areas simultaneously. The first is the area of the
difference operators in the field of difference equations and the second is the area of heat
equations. The aim of this research consists in suggesting an appropriate difference operator
for a given unique situation of heat transfer which would take into consideration the rate of
heat transfer and the nature of the material. It also consists of improvising the already existing
operator in order to make it possible to arrive at the solution of the complex field of the heat
equations and an effective formulation of the heat equations in the field of difference operator
in order to arrive at the optimal solution.

The first consists of an initiation of a thorough study with regard to the already existing
operators in the field of differ. This search led us to tumble on an operator which would have
an extended utility and wide comprehensiveness, the extorial operator. It is indeed an original
and unique contribution to our research. The second is the area of the heat equations. This
research work focuses on the complex field of heat flow in a material. Hence a three-step
approach has to be done in order to arrive at the solution of the heat equation of the material
taken for study. The first step includes the formation of discrete heat equation using Fourier
law of cooling in the field of difference equation. The second step consists of the choice of
the appropriate difference operator which would suit our research problem. The third step
includes finding the numerical and exact solution of the discrete heat equation and thus
analysing it with the use of MATLAB.

Hence at the end of this research work, the researcher can conclude that he has investigated
the generalized partial difference operator and proposed a model of it in discrete heat
equation with several parameters and shift values. The diffusion of heat is studied in
dimensions up to three and several solutions are postulated for the same. At the initial level,
the study leads us to the possibility of predicting the temperature either for the past or for the
future after getting to know the temperature at a few finite points at the present time. It also
helps in making a wise choice of material (y) for better propagation of heat. In the converse,
it also shows the nature of transmission of heat for the material under study. Thus, we can say
that the above research helps in reducing any wastage of heat and also enables to make an
optimal choice of material (y).

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Bio-Conversion of Sago Spent Waste into Bio-Butanol using Solventogenic Bacteria

The current research work has been planned to bio-convert sago industrial waste into biofuel
using natural solventogenic microorganisms. Waste would be a promising resource for
biobutanol production and the technology can also support the effective way of disposing
waste from many smaller sago industries housed in the Salem, Namakkal and Dharmapuri
District. The present research suggests that sago processing industry spent waste can be used
as a cheap alternative substrate for bio-butanol production using solvetogenic bacteria. A
significant observation made in this research is that Bacillus subtilis when isolated has the
capacity to release amylase as well as convert released sugar into bio-butanol. This could
support smaller industries to treat spent waste generated in on-site without transporting the
waste. Separation of butanol using liquid-liquid extraction is noteworthy for the energy
efficiency and in-turn reduces the cost of butanol production. Butanol produced in this study
possesses gasoline property confirming its efficiency as transport fuel. Bioconversion of sago
waste in to butanol is an alternate means of harnessing the sugar present in the sago hampus
and it reduces the impact on the environment through pollution mitigations.

The sago waste was pretreated to release maximum sugars which showed better release of
sugars (300 mg/g waste) with 0.4M HCI treatment and this was followed by treatment at 100
°C for 30 minutes. Optimization for maximal sugar release studied using RSM model found
to show 396mg/g sugar release with pH 3.5, temperature 100°C and hydrolysis time 30
minutes. Among, 62 facultative bacteria isolated, four isolates were found to be
solventogenic when it was analysed with Jones test. Solventogenic bacteria tested for their
tolerance with butanol showed they were resistant up to 5% butanol concentration. Out of
four solventogenic bacteria, only one (T1) stain was able to produce 8.96 g/L of butanol
under anaerobic fermentation and it was identified as Bacillus subtilis (Accession Number
MH814998). The butanol production was at maximum (approx. 9 g/L) when 200g/L
pretreated sago pith waste was used. Optimisation study conducted for the maximum butanol
production using RSM showed 12.12g/L butanol production with pH 6.5, temperature 35 °C.
Optimized conditions used for the production of butanol with immobilized bacterial showed
highest butanol production (15.01 g/L). Among various methods used for the separation of
butanol from fermentation, media liquid — liquid extraction method using 2-Ethyl hexanol
found to be suitable with 99% recovery. Pure butanol was obtained by the distilling extractant
using distillation and the characterization of pure butanol was assessed for gasoline fuel
properties as transport fuel. Devising this methodology and results to suit the requirement of
industries would be a boon for an array of smaller industries housed in and around Salem.

Flavonoid against Cancer and Heart Disease

Flavonoids are a diverse group of phytonutrients (plant chemicals) found in almost all fruits
and vegetables. Along with carotenoids, they are responsible for the vivid colours in fruits
and vegetables. Flavonoids are the largest group of phytonutrients, with more than 6,000
types. Some of the best-known flavonoids are quercetin and kaempferol.

Flavonoid family

Flavonoids are part of the polyphenol class of phytonutrients. Polyphenols have historically
been used in Chinese and Ayurvedic medicine, according to the Global Healing Center, and
they are associated with skin protection, brain function, blood sugar and blood pressure
regulation, in addition to antioxidant and anti-inflammatory activity. There are several
significant groups of flavonoids, including anthocyanidins, flavanols, flavones, flavonols,
flavonones and isoflavones. Within the flavanol subgroups there are still more subgroups.
Each of these subgroups and each type of flavonoid carries its own distinct set of actions,
benefits and originating foods.

Flavones

These include luteolin and apigenin. Good sources of flavones are celery, parsley, various
herbs and hot peppers. Flavones are associated with overall antioxidant benefits and delaying
the metabolizing of drugs.

Anthocyanidins

These include malvidin, pelargondin, peoidin and cyanidin. Good sources of anthocyanidins
include red, purple and blue berries; pomegranates; plums; red wine and red and purple
grapes. Anthocyanidins are associated with heart health, antioxidant effects and helping with
obesity and diabetes prevention.

Flavonones

These include hesperetin, eriodictyol and naringenin. Flavonones are found abundantly in
citrus fruits. They are associated with cardiovascular health, relaxation and overall
antioxidant and anti-inflammatory activity.

Isoflavones

This subgroup includes genistein, glycitein and daidzein. Isoflavones are highly concentrated
in soybeans and soy products, as well as legumes. They are phytoestrogens, meaning that
they are chemicals that act like the hormone estrogen. Scientists suspect that they may be
beneficial in lowering the risk of hormonal cancers, such as breast, endometrial and prostate
cancers, though study results are currently mixed. In various studies, isoflavones have
sometimes acted as antioxidants and sometimes as oxidants, so their effect on cancer is
unclear. They are also being studied as a way to treat menopausal symptoms.

Flavonols

This widely distributed subgroup of flavonoids includes quercetin and kaempferol. They are
found in onions, leeks, Brussels sprouts, kale, broccoli, tea, berries, beans and apples.
Quercetin is an antihistamine associated with helping to relieve hay fever and hives. It is also
known for its anti-inflammatory benefits. Kaempferol and other flavonols are associated with
powerful anti-inflammatory and antioxidant activities leading to chronic disease prevention.

Flavanols

There are three primary types of flavanols: monomers (more widely known as catechins),
dimers and polymers. Flavanols are found in teas, cocoa, grapes, apples, berries, fava beans
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and red wine. Catechins are especially common in green and white teas, while dimers, which
are associated with lowering cholesterol are found in black tea. Scientists suspect catechins
might be useful in aiding chronic fatigue syndrome symptoms. Catechins are also associated
with cardiovascular and neurological health.

In recent years, scientists have turned to various flavonoids to explain some of the health
benefits associated with diets rich in fruits and vegetables. Like other phytonutrients,
flavonoids are powerful antioxidants with anti-inflammatory and immune system benefits.
Diets rich in flavonoid-containing foods are sometimes associated with cancer,
neurodegenerative and cardiovascular disease prevention.

Bionanotechnology

Department of Biochemistry Nanotechnology is commonly considered to deal with particles
in the size range <100 nm, and with the nanomaterials manufactured using nanoparticles. The
approaches to the toxicology testing, and assessment of the human and environmental risks
are undergoing rapid development. One risk assessment area of strong interest is the extent to
which nanoparticle and nanomaterial toxicity can be extrapolated from existing data for
particles and fibers. The research and development of nanotechnology is very active globally,
and nanotechnologies are already used in hundreds of products, including sunscreens,
cosmetics, textiles, and sports equipment. Nanotechnology is also being developed for use in
drug delivery, biosensors, and other biomedical applications. Further, nanotechnologies are
also being developed for wuse in environmental applications, e.g., clean-up of
environmental pollutants.

Nutritional and Antimicrobial Evaluation of Saccharum Officinerum
Consumed in Calabar, Nigeria

Sugarcane (Saccharum officinarum) pulp is widely consumed in Nigeria as a snack mainly
for sugar content and is believed to possess some remedy against infectious diseases. This
study therefore is quantitatively evaluated as the nutritional and chemical composition of the
sugarcane pulp with a view to validating this claim. The results of proximate composition
indicate relatively high amount of moisture (71.91 £ 0.05%) and a low level of dry matter
(28.09%) consisting of carbohydrate (58.55 + 0.04 g/100 g), fibre (29.88 g/100 g), ash (6.69
9/100 g) and some mineral elements, implying an active role in nutrient supplementation.
Generous amount of phytochemical compounds such as alkaloids (8.07 £ 0.04 pg/100 g),
saponins (5.57 + 0.01 pg/100 g) and flavonoids (1.52 + 0.02 pg/100 g); and mineral elements
including magnesium (1.596 mg/100 g), potassium (0.639 mg/100 g), calcium (0.318 mg/100
g) and others in trace amount were also obtained. Antimicrobial results revealed that the
sugarcane extract showed the highest growth inhibition against Staphylococcus aureus (8.67 -
24.00 mm) among the bacterial isolates and C. albicans (6.00 — 14.00 mm) for the fungal
isolates studied. Data from the study suggest that sugarcane pulp could be suitable to use in
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rehydration and as a functional food plant. Also, the plant possesses some antimicrobial
qualities which could be beneficial to both pharmaceutical and food industries.

Medicinal Uses of Acalypha Indica

Indian Acalypha is a medicinal herb which is found in India, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Yemen and
Africa. It grows as weed in waste areas, garden and along roadsides. Studies have proven its
antibacterial activity against several gram positive bacteria. In lab experiments on albino rates
it shows reversible anti-implantation activity due to some oestrogenic activity. Its ethanol
leaves extract possess potent snake venom neutralizing properties. It has marked action on
digestive system and respiratory organs. In India as well as in Africa, it is used as medicinal
plant. In West Africa the leaves are cooked and eaten as vegetable. In traditional Tamil
Siddha it is believed to rejuvenate the body. Indian Acalypha is also eaten by cats to cure
constipation and indigestion. The cats search for this plant and chew its leaves and roots. The
Indian plant Acalypha reportedly possesses diuretic, purgative, anti-bacterial, antifungal, and
anthelmintic properties. This medicinal plant is traditionally used for treating intestinal
worms, gum problems, stomach aches, hernia, rheumatism, bronchitis, asthma, pneumonia,
scabies and skin diseases. It can be used externally and internally for medicinal purpose. This
plant is used to treat stomach infections, piles, skin diseases, muscular pains, bed sores,
wounds and itching.

Control Services in Rice Fields (Eco Agriculture)

Pesticides are commonly used in food crop production system to avoid the crop pests,
diseases and to increase the yield with high market value. But the accumulation of these
chemicals in crop field increase risks to biodiversity and human health. Mostly people are
looking for pesticide free food. Rice is the most important staple food for a large part of the
world’s human population. Rice provides more than one fifth of the calories consumed by
humans. The pests (nilaparvata lugens, laodelphax striatellus) cause hundreds of millions of
dollars of loss every year and threaten food security in regions where rice is the staple food.
We can reduce chemical pesticide in rice production system by suppressing the crop pest with
natural enemies (paederus fuscipes, microvelia douglasi). Now a days predators and
parasitoids often don’t persist in rice production landscapes due to the absence of nutritional
source. We can modify the existing rice landscape through an eco-engineering technique that
aims to increase the natural biocontrol agents for crop protection. In this system, planting
nectar-rich flowering plants on rice bunds provides food and shelter to enhance the biocontrol
agent’s activity and reduce pest numbers. The nectar-rich flowering crops in rice landscapes
can enhance natural enemies.

This approach could help to restore rice ecosystems, conserve natural enemies that ultimately
help reduce production costs and chemical inputs, reduce pest infestations, and reduce labour
in terms of pesticide spraying and thus increase net income.

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A Review on Potential Benefits of Red Beetroot

In recent years there has been a growing interest in the biological activity of red beetroot
(Beta vulgaris rubra) and its potential utility as health promoting and disease preventing
functional food. As a source of nitrate, beetroot ingestion provides a natural means of
increasing in Vivo Nitric Oxide (NO) availability and has emerged as a potential strategy to
prevent and manage pathologies associated with diminished NO bio-availability, notably
hypertension and endothelial function. Beetroot is also being considered as a promising
therapeutic treatment in a range of clinical pathologies associated with oxidative stress and
inflammation. Its constituents, most notably the betalain pigments, display potent antioxidant,
anti-inflammatory and chemo-preventive activity in vitro and in vivo.

Gotu kola enhances the immunity
of the body. The plant is useful for the treatment of gastrointestinal problems. It brings down
the body temperature caused due to fever. Gotu kola reduces female sterility. The powder
mixed with coconut oil reduces hair fall, strengthens the hair and promotes hair growth. It is
useful for the children for bowel disorder.

Jyonneos

Jynneos (smallpox and monkey pox vaccine, live and non-replicating) is a vaccine indicated
for the prevention of smallpox and monkey pox in adults. Jynneos is prescribed for people
who are at high risk of infection from smallpox or monkey pox, which both belong to the
Orthopox virus, a genus of viruses. Smallpox was declared eradicated worldwide in 1980
after a global vaccination campaign, and no longer occurs naturally, but could potentially re-
emerge as a result of deliberate or accidental release. Monkey pox has been reported more
recently, with all cases having origins in Nigeria. With increased observations of human-to-
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human transmission, and a large foreign workforce based in central Africa, monkey pox
vaccination may become an option for prospective travellers to affected areas. Jynneos is
made from a modified form of the vaccinia virus called Modified Vaccinia Ankara, which is
non-replicating and incapable of reproducing in human cells. Jynneos is therefore suitable to
used in people with weakened immune systems or who are at high risk of adverse reactions to
be traditional smallpox vaccines, which are based on replicating vaccinia virus strains.
Jynneos is administered via subcutaneous injection as two doses, given four weeks apart.
Common side effects include injection site reactions, muscle pain, headache, fatigue, nausea,
myalgia and chills.

It is sought to achieve a longer shelf life of the
implant biomaterial or that it lasts until the end of life without failures or need for revision
surgery. Biomaterials must meet several criteria, such as excellent biocompatibility, adequate
mechanical compatibility and high corrosion and wear resistance. The present work aims to
perform a description of biomaterials and some properties for their choice, evidencing some
characteristics of the biomaterial of titanium and it's alloys.

Histone Deacetylase Inhibition Promotes Breast Cancer Metastasis from Lymph Nodes

Metastasis causes 90% of all cancer-related deaths. Although the most common site of initial
spread in most cancers is to Lymph Nodes (LNs), which correspond with a worsened
prognosis. The contribution that loco regional Lymph Node metastasis has on seeding distant
organs remains highly controversial. Lymph Node metastasis corresponds with a worse
prognosis in nearly all types of cancers, the occurrence of cancer spreading from Lymph
Nodes remains controversial. Additionally, the mechanisms showed how cancers survive and
exit Lymph Nodes. Lymph Nodes are largely unknown. They have revealed that breast
cancer patients frequently have Lymph Nodes metastasis that closely resembles distant
metastasis. In addition, using a microsurgical model is evaluated that the Lymph Nodes
metastasis development and dissemination is regulated by the expression of a chromatin
modifier, Histone Deacetylase 11 (HDAC11). Genetic and pharmacologic blockade of
HDAC11 decreases Lymph Nodes and the tumor growth substantially increases migration
and distant metastasis formation. It can be concluded that the HDAC11 plasticity promotes
breast cancer growth as well as dissemination from Lymph Nodes and suggests caution with
the use of HDAC as inhibitors.

Allergies

Result from a small study shows that using a nasal spray containing lemon and quince
doesn’t help allergy symptoms.

High Blood Pressure

Middle-aged women who drink more lemon juice or eat more lemons seem to have lower
systolic blood pressure (the top number). They don’t seem to have lower diastolic blood
pressure (the bottom number).

Meniere’s Disease

There are some reports that a chemical in lemon might improve hearing and decrease
dizziness, nausea, and vomiting in some people with Meniere’s disease.

Kidney Stones

Not having enough citrate in the urine seems to increase the risk of developing kidney stones.
There is some evidence that drinking 2 liters of lemonade throughout the day can
significantly raise citrate levels in the urine. This might help to prevent kidney stones in these
people.

Pregnancy induced Nausea and VVomiting

A small study shows that placing lemon essential oil on a cotton ball and inhaling the scent
might reduce nausea in pregnant women, decrease swelling, increase urine, help in common
cold and flu and treat scurvy.

Evaluating Medicinal Plants for Anticancer Activity

Plants have been used for medical purposes since the beginning of human history and are the
basis of modern medicine. Most chemotherapeutic drugs for cancer treatment are molecules
identified and isolated from plants or their synthetic derivatives. Our hypothesis was that
whole plant extracts selected according to ethno botanical sources of historical use might
contain multiple molecules with antitumor activities that could be very effective in killing
human cancer cells. This study examined the effects of three whole plant extracts (ethanol
extraction) on human tumor cells. The extracts were from Urtica membranacea (Urticaceae),
Artemesia monosperma (Asteraceae), and Origanum dayi post (Labiatae). All three plant
extracts exhibited dose- and time-dependent killing capabilities in various human derived
tumor cell lines and primary cultures established from patients' biopsies. The killing activity
was specific toward tumor cells, as the plant extracts had no effect on primary cultures of
healthy human cells. Cell death caused by the whole plant extracts is via apoptosis. Plant
extract 5 (Urtica membranacea) showed particularly strong anticancer capabilities since it
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inhibited actual tumor progression in a breast adenocarcinoma mouse model. The results
suggest that whole plant extracts are promising anticancer reagents.

A Review on Anticancer Activity of Neem

A wide range of studies has pointed out the important anticancer activity of neem once of
nutraceuticals as reservoirs of therapeutic compounds for several diseases, including cancer.
This study is centered on the role of some nutraceuticals as anticancer agents and on their
efficiency in the oncological gynecological field. Gynecological cancers include cervical,
ovarian, and breast neoplasia and these are the major causes of morbidity and mortality in the
female population. Cervical neoplasia affects sexually active women aged between 30 and 40
years and is considered the second leading cause of death for women worldwide.
Epidemiological studies have shown a strong association of this cancer with Human
Papilloma Virus (HPV) infection, independent of any others risk factors. Ovarian cancer
represents about 4% of all women’s cancers and breast neoplasia registers 52.8 new cases per
100,000 women annually. Since ancient times, herbal therapies have shown a wide range of
beneficial effects and a high potential for safeguarding human health. Azadirachta indica
(Neem) is a medicinal plant of Indian origin, a tree with more of 140 isolated compounds and
at least 35 biologically active principles that have shown an important influence as tumor
suppressors by interfering with the carcinogenesis process. Used for centuries in Asia as a
natural remedy for cancer, neem compounds present in bark, leaves, flowers, and seed oil
have been shown to possess properties such as chemo preventive capacity, apoptotic
activities, immunomodulatory effects, and induction of p53-independent apoptosis. The
current study is a systematic literature review based on the anticarcinogenic potential of neem
compounds in gynecological cancers.

Antimicrobial Activity of Medicinal Plants

Ethno botanical reports on more than 100 southern African medicinal plants with
dermatological relevance have been highlighted, yet there is still limited scientific data to
support claims for their antimicrobial effectiveness against skin pathogens. Guided by
ethnobotanical data, this paper explores the antimicrobial efficacies of southern African
medicinal plants used to treat skin ailments and to investigate the antimicrobial properties of
southern African medicinal plants against dermatologically relevant pathogens. The study
also aim at providing a scientific rationale for the traditional use of plant combinations to
treat skin diseases and the isolation of the bio-active compound from the most active species
Organic and aqueous extracts were prepared from 47 plant species and screened for
antimicrobial properties against dermatologically relevant pathogens using the micro-titre
plate dilution method. Four different plant combinations were investigated for interactive
properties and the sum of the fractional inhibitory concentration (XFIC) calculated.
Isobolograms were used to further investigate the antimicrobial interactive properties of
Pentanisia prunelloides combined with Elephantorrhiza elephantina at varied ratios. A
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bioactivity-guided fractionation process was adopted to fractionate the organic leaf extract of
Aristea ecklonii. Plants demonstrating notable broad-spectrum activities (MIC values <1.00
mg/ml) against the tested pathogens included extracts from Aristea ecklonii, Chenopodium
ambrosioides, Diospyros mespiliformis, Elephantorrhiza elephantina, Eucalyptus
camaldulensis, Gunnera perpensa, Harpephyllum caffrum, Hypericum perforatum,
Melianthus comosus, Terminalia sericea and Warburgia salutaris. The organic extract of
Elephantorrhiza elephantina, a plant reportedly used to treat acne vulgaris, demonstrated
noteworthy antimicrobial activity (MIC value of 0.05 mg/ml) against Propionibacterium
acnes. Similarly, Diospyros mespiliformis reported for its traditional use to treat ringworm,
also displayed noteworthy antimicrobial activity against Trichophyton mentagrophytes (MIC
0.10 mg/ml) and Microsporum canis (MIC 0.50 mg/ml). The aqueous root extracts of
Pentanisia prunelloides combined (1:1) with Elephantorrhiza elephantina displayed
synergistic interactions against Staphylococcus aureus, gentamycin—methicillin resistant
Staphylococcus aureus, Staphylococcus epidermidis and Candida albicans. Fractionation of
Avristea ecklonii resulted in the isolation of the known bio-active compound, plumbagin,
displaying noteworthy activity (MIC range between 2.00 pg/ml and 16.00 pg/ml). Most of
the plant extracts demonstrated pathogen specific antimicrobial effects with a few exhibiting
broad-spectrum activities. Positive antimicrobial effects noted for plants.
