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OUR FOUNDER
DON BOSCO

Saint John Bosco (16™ August 1815 - 315t January 1888), Known
as Don Bosco, was an Italian Roman Catholic Priest, Educator
and writer of the 19% century, who put into practice the
convictions of his religion, dedicating his life to the betterment
and education of disadvantaged youth. He believed education to
be a “"matter of the heart” based on reason, religion and loving
kindness. His followers popularly known as Salesians continue
his pedagogy of education throughout the world.

Don Bosco was a man of God and a man for others. He was a
man of all times and all seasons. Don Bosco was a Father and a
Teacher of the youth. He was a person whose life was full of
faith in the goodness of young people.

Don Bosco was from a poor farming family, where his experience
of poverty equipped him with an understanding of the poor and
the hardships they had to suffer. He knew what it was like to be
without a father. He realized how important it was to be skilled in
a trade so as to be able to find work; how vulnerable a young

worker was to exploitation and how much exposed one was to
moral dangers and the vices of drink, sex, gambling and
stealing.

He developed an educational system which is also a spirituality
based on reason, religion and kindness. Friendship was key to
his success. "it is not sufficient to love the young, they must
know that they are loved.” This was the basis of Don Bosco’s
success. It is only when the young feel loved that they can
grow.

Don Bosco’s Youthful optimism and Cheerfulness are very
relevant even today. “He took no step, he said no word, he took
up no task that was not directed to the saving of the young.”

Even after 125 years after his death his followers continue his
work with eagerness and faithfulness. The one principle that
guides them still is the same principle that guided Don Bosco:
“That you are young is enough to make me love you very much.”
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A BRIEF HISTORY

Very Rev. Fr. Joseph Carreno SDB, a far-sighted missionary
from Spain founded Sacred Heart College in the year 1951. It
started functioning with 10 teachers and 81 students and in a
period of seven decades, it has grown into a postgraduate and
research institution. With the view to cater to the needs of the
deserving local students, the college also offers undergraduate
programmes and postgraduate programmes aided and self-
financing mode.

Recognizing its academic contributions, the University of
Madras conferred the autonomous status on the postgraduate
programmes of MSW (Social Work) and M.Sc. (Mathematics)
from the academic year 1987-88. Subsequently, in the year
1988-89, autonomous status was conferred on the
postgraduate programme of M.A. (Economics) and on all the
undergraduate programmes. Meanwhile the Evening College
affiliated to University of Madras, was functioning in the non-
autonomous mode. The College received the approval from
AICTE (All India Council for Technical Education) to commence
MCA programme on self-financing basis from the academic year
1998-99.

In the same year, the College was accredited for the first time
by NAAC with Four Stars. In 2000, the College initiated evening
study centres for the poor students in different villages around
Tirupattur. The economically poor students were chosen to
teach in these study centres and they were given work-
scholarships. The golden jubilee of the College was celebrated
in 2001 and a memorial building was opened to accommodate
additional departments which were started. In 2003, the
Madras University was bifurcated and Sacred Heart College
came under the Thiruvalluvar University. In the same year,
Amalgam hostel was started to accommodate the post graduate
girl students in the campus.

In 2006, NAAC reaccredited the College with ‘A’ Grade. ‘Guezou
Hostel’ for men was inaugurated to accommodate the
increasing number of men students. In 2007 Autonomous
Status was conferred on to the entire College and the College
opened itself to admit girl students in UG programmes. In
2008, the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) was introduced.
Besides these many UG, PG and Research programmes were
introduced from 2008-2010. In 2011 AICTE approved MBA
programme was instituted. The Diamond Jubilee building was
dedicated exclusively for the AICTE programmes of MBA and
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MCA. In 2012, the College focused itself on research and a
research centre was created and it was named as Abraham
Panampara Research Centre (APRC). In 2013, the College was
once again accredited by NAAC (3™ Cycle) with ‘A’ Grade. From
the year 2015, digitalization of administration began and it is
very successful mainly due to the in-house development of
softwares.

The year 2016 saw a new entrance and a well-furnished new
building (Bicentenary Building) to accommodate more number
of departments. In the same year restructuring of all the
programmes were done after a long process of consultation and
academic audit of all departments. In 2017, the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Government of India has
ranked our College as 95% College in India. Over these years
the College included additional degree programmes and
diploma programmes to provide quality education to more
young people. As we see the College undertook a forward
march and never turned back. We continue to march together
with our staff and students towards excellence. The College
made a significant progress from A to A+ Grade (CGPA of
3.31/4) in the 4% Cycle of NAAC accreditation under Revised
accreditation Framework in January 2019.

Don Bosco System of Education

The pedagogy of Don Bosco may be re-named for our times as
the ‘pedagogy of expression’ because it is a system of education
that is designed to enable a student to grow fully and freely into
the kind of person he or she is ‘meant’ to be. Don Bosco himself
called his educative method ‘the preventive system’ — a nhame he
chose to contrast it with the ‘repressive system’ in vogue during
his time. The latter was a type of education that used fear of
punishment as the basis for control. In contrast, Don Bosco’s
preventive method would seek to ‘prevent’ the very need for
punishment by placing the child in an environment in which
he/she is encouraged to choose the ‘good’ rather than the ‘bad’.
In positive terms, this environment would create a healthy,
congenial and friendly atmosphere in order to elicit the best that
a student can offer — his/her complete self-expression.

The roots or the invisible principles of Don Bosco’s ‘system of
expression’ are ‘Rapport’, ‘Religion’ and ‘Reason’, while
the trunk or visible body of this educational method is ‘Presence’.
These are the four principles of his educational system.

This ‘presence’ of the teacher in the life of the student is the
epitome of Don Bosco’s educative system. For rapport, religion
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and reason to be truly lived out with one’s students, teachers
have to be present in a way that is qualitative. This calls for a
type of presence that has the following characteristics:

1. A Motivating Presence: One that infuses enthusiasm,
encouragement and optimism. The presence of the educator
infuses in the child a thirst for knowledge through the tactful use
of queries, experiments, and exposure to new and educative
environments.

2. A Personal Presence: The presence of the teacher is such
that each child feels known, loved and accepted. This is all the
more essential when relating to children having different levels of
intelligence who are weak, differently abled and underprivileged.

3. An Incarnational Presence: As explained under the section
on ‘rapport’, loving what your students love or ‘getting under
their skin’ has an important purpose: seeing the world through
their eyes will make them want to experience the world and the
values you live by.

4. A Creative Presence: That is open to the joy of discovery.
Life is too rich, too precious, too varied to be experienced
between the fine print of cold textbooks or within the walls of
classrooms. Being open to discovery means being ready to try
new ways, new solutions and new ideas. Risk is a necessary
ingredient of all creative learning.

5. A Preventive and Corrective Presence: Students are prone
to forget rules. Being there with them would help prevent
exposure to harm. Furthermore, timely reminders do help. But
these reminders must be respectful of the offender. A presence
that instil’s fear and punishment does more harm than good. In
his letter to his Salesians, Don Bosco advised:

"My sons, how often in my long career has this great truth come
home to me! It is so much easier to get angry than to be patient,
to threaten children rather than persuade them. I would even
say that usually it is so much more convenient for our own
impatience and pride to punish them than to correct them
patiently with firmness and gentleness.” (Letters of John Bosco,
201)

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RULES AND REGULATIONS
ATTENDANCE

The working day is divided into five periods, each hour is of
sixty minutes duration.

Attendance shall be taken at every scholastic exercise
whether it is lecture or practical class of any kind prescribed
by the college time table.

No Student shall be absent from the college without leave
letter. Application for leave must be made beforehand to the
Head of the Department through online. The downloaded
leave letter should be countersigned by
Parent/Guardian/Warden. When the absence is due to
unforeseen causes, an application for leave must be
submitted on return. In case of sickness, medical certificate
should be produced to the HOD.

All the students must be present on the reopening date of
each semester. Those absent will be fined. No leave will be
granted except in special cases for days prefixed or suffixed
to any holidays during the year.

In special cases like sports, camps and other official works
given by the college, the Vice Principal (Administration) may
grant free attendance. The certificate of attendance should
be submitted to the college office immediately after the
event.

75% attendance is a must to be eligible to appear for a
paper in the semester examinations. Those who have less
than 55% attendance will have to repeat the semester.

Those who are absent continuously for more than 5 days
without submitting leave letter will have to come with their
parents/guardians to meet the Principal/Additional Principal
before joining the class.

Submission of leave application with/without medical
certificates does not entitle a student to earn attendance for
the days of his/her absence.

EXAMINATION SYSTEM
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There are two components in the evaluation and assessment of a
student, namely Continuous Assessment (CA) and Semester
Examination (SE). The CA will take place during the course of the
semester and the Semester Examination shall be conducted at
the end of each semester, i.e., ODD Semester in
October/November and Even Semester in April/May. Each UG
course consists of six semesters. Each PG course consists of 4
semesters. Each Post Graduate Diploma programmes consists of
2 semesters.

Continuous Assessment (CA) - Theory

approved by the Academic Council.

2. The maximum marks for CA is 30 for UG and for PG 40. (UG

The maximum marks for CA is 50 for UG and PG. (Batch
2021-2022)

Any request for retest will be considered only for valid
reasons recommended by the Head of the Department. The
request should reach the Vice Principal (Academics Shift-I &
II) during CA Test - I. Only the students who have more
than 75% attendance are eligible for retest.

There shall be no passing minimum for CA.
There is no provision for improvement of CA.

Attendance marks are given for each course for UG. The
marks for the attendance shall be awarded for each course
as follows:

Re-CA is allowed in case of University sports and unexpected
events. Vice Principal (Academics Shift-I & II) are incharge
for the conduct of Re-CA exam as per the dates in the
college calendar. There is no Re-CA for II CA exam.

8. The fraction of CA marks shall be rounded off to the nearest

integer.

Semester Examinations (SE)
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There shall be only ‘single valuation’ for both UG and PG
programmes.

All the courses are made available both in Odd and Even
Semesters.

When the syllabus is revised, the student having arrear is
allowed to complete the arrears, writing the examinations in
the syllabus studied by the student. In case the courses are
changed, the department will allot substitute courses to
complete the arrears.

All the communications / notices including semester exam
results will be displayed in the college website only.

Photocopy of the answer scripts can be obtained on payment
of prescribed fee, with in the due date.

There will be revaluation of the answer scripts with / without
photocopy on payment of prescribed fees, with in the due
date.

For outgoing students (UG 3™ vyear, PG 2" vyear)
supplementary exams will be conducted after the Even
semester examinations. Students having one arrear in
theory paper will be eligible for this examination.

Passing Minimum

UG Programme

A student should secure 40% and above in the semester
examinations and 40% and above in the aggregate of CA and
semester examinations to pass that paper. Candidates failing in
this have to repeat the semester examinations in that paper.

PG Programme

A student should secure 50% and above in the semester
examinations and 50% and above in the aggregate of CA and
semester examinations to pass that paper. Candidates failing in
this have to repeat the semester examinations in that paper.

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DISCIPLINARY RULES

Students shall conduct themselves in such a manner as not
to bring discredit to the college or to themselves. The good
name of the college is in the hands of the students and the
college authorities will not allow any student to defame it.

Students should be courteous and gracious towards their
staff members. Any disrespect shown to them will be
considered as a serious offence.

The medium of instruction and language of communication
is English. Students are expected to converse always in
English. Those who violate this language rule will be dealt
with seriously.

Students are expected to conduct themselves inside and
outsides the college as gentle persons and maintain the
honour and dignity of the academic community to which
they belong.

Men students are asked to wear decent clothes however T-
Shirts are forbidden. Women students can wear either
Saree or Chudidar. No Jeans or half sarees or tight fittings
for women students.

Students should wear their college identity cards (ID)
around their necks on working or non-working days in the
campus.

No student is permitted to take leave without submitting
leave letter to the respective HOD.

During working hours the students cannot leave the
campus without permission.

Late coming is to be avoided. Penalty will be levied on
latecomers.

Use of mobile phone is not allowed inside the college
premises between 8.30 a.m. and 6.05 p.m. The offenders
will be fined Rs.1,000/- and mobiles will be confiscated.

Ragging is prohibited: Whoever directly or indirectly
indulges, participates, abets or propagates ‘ragging’ within
or outside the college, shall be punished with imprisonment
for a term which may extend to two years and shall also be
liable to a fine up to Rs.10,000/- (See page No0.69)
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Any problem created within or outside the campus
with regard to boy-girl relationship will lead to
dismissal from the institution.

Boys and girls eloping with college mates or getting
married to them, during their period of study, will call
for dismissal from the institution.

According to Section 5 “Any student convicted of an offense
under section 4 shall be dismissed from the educational
institution and such student shall not be admitted in any
other educational institution”. (Madras Educational Rules,
Ch.VIII) Graduate and under graduate students on the rolls
of college are forbidden to take an active part in political
agitation directed against the authority of the Government.
Principal may further, at their discretion, forbid students to
engage prominently any public movement.

Any college fine, by whomsoever imposed, must be paid to
the midday meals account of the college in the Catholic
Syrian Bank (A/C.N0.2629981).

Students are forbidden to organize or attend any meeting
in the college or collect money for any purpose without the

explicit permission of the Principal. Severe action will be
taken on the erring students.

No student shall be a member of any association
unconnected with the college, without the permission of the
Principal not shall a student take part in any antisocial and
subversive activities.

Students are forbidden to remove or tamper with the
furniture of the college. Severe action will be taken against
such students and the loss shall be made good. If the
offender is not traceable, a collective fine will be imposed.

Smoking, littering and defacing the walls and furniture are
punishable offences.

Any student found to be indifferent or careless in one’s
work or whose conduct is considered to be detrimental to
the best interest of the college, may at any time be
suspended or dismissed from the institution with forfeiture
of the fees paid.

Everyone shall return the books borrowed on due date. For
books returned late, an overdue charge of Rs.1.00 per book
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per day will be collected. This charge will be raised to
Rs.2.00 per day after weeks.

All materials overdue by more than 2 months or not
returned will declared lost. The member concerned must
replace the book within a week. If not, the cost of the book
shall be charged to the borrower at the current price. If the
book is not in print, cost of the similar book shall be
charged. In addition the member will have to pay a service
charge of Rs.20. The said borrower is not allowed to use
the library till the sum is paid.

After using books for reference in the library, the books
shall be left on the table itself. All books will be replaced in
their proper place by the library staff.

All the members must show the identity card (ID) to the
library staff, when requested. No one may bring non-
members into the library.

No book is to be lent or taken out of the reference room.
Only books from the stack room are lent to the members.

Members shall take due care of books and library furniture.
Any marking, Underlining or annotating of books is strictly
forbidden. Members will be held responsible for any
damage or defacement of books or other library property
will have to be paid for the loss.

Absolute silence shall be observed at all times in the library.

TAMIL NADU PROHIBITION OF RAGGING ACT-1997
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The following Act of the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly
received the assent of the Governor on the 14™ February 1997
and is hereby published for general information.

Excepts form Act No.7 of 1997

An Act to prohibit ragging in educational institutions in the State
of Tamil Nadu. Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Tamil Nadu in the Forty Eighth year of Republic India as
follows:

1) Short title, extend commencement

This Act may be called the Tamil Nadu Prohibition of Ragging
Act, 1997. It extends to the whole of the state of Tamil Nadu.

It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 19t day of
December 1996.

2) Definition
In this Act unless the context otherwise requires, “ragging”
means display of noisy, disorderly conduct doing any act which
causes or is likely to cause physical or psychological harm or
raise apprehension or fear or shame or embarrassment to a
student in any educational institution and includes.
a) teasing, abusing of playing practical jokes on, or
causing hurt to such students or
b) asking the students to do any act or perform something
which such student will not in the ordinary course
willingly do.

3) Prohibition of Ragging
Ragging within or without any educational institution is
prohibited.

4) Penalty of Ragging

Whoever directly or indirectly commits, participates in, abets or
propagates “ragging’ within or without any educational
institution, shall be punished with imprisonment for a term
which may extend to two years and shall also be liable to
a fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees.

5) Dismissal of Student

Any student convicted of an offence under section 4 shall be
dismissed from the educational institution and such
student shall not be admitted in any other educational
institution.
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6) Suspension of Student

(1) Without prejudice to the foregoing provisions, wherever
any student complains of ragging to the Head of an
Educational Institution, or to any other person responsible
for the management of the educational institution he/she
shall inquire into the same immediately and if found true
shall suspend the student, who has committed the offence,
from the educational institution.

(2) The decision of the Head of the Educational Institution
or the person responsible for the management of the
Educational Institution that any student has indulged in
ragging under sub-section (1) shall be final.

7) Deemed Abetment

If the Head of the educational institution or the person
responsible for the management of the educational institution
fails or neglects to take action in the manner specified in sub-
section (1) of section 6 when a complaint or ragging is made,
such person shall be deemed to have abetted the offence of
ragging and shall be punished as provided for in section 4.
